Resolution on University Wide-Assessment
WHEREAS: SUNY system administration mandated that each campus create and implement a campus-based Assessment Plan for the General Education Program; and

WHEREAS: SUNY Plattsburgh created a General Education Assessment Plan, which was approved by Plattsburgh’s Faculty Senate and SUNY GEAR in Fall 2000 and 2002, and is currently being implemented; and

WHEREAS: SUNY Plattsburgh embraced and adopted the SUNY Learning Outcomes and Guidelines for the Approval of State University General Education Requirement Courses in a letter to SUNY Provost Peter Salins dated Fall 2000; and

WHEREAS: any new mandated system-wide standardized General Education Program Assessment would interfere explicitly with fundamental academic freedom and –ultimately undermine the philosophy, rigor, and comprehensive nature of SUNY Plattsburgh’s General Education program; and

WHEREAS: such a State-mandated assessment plan that bases funding on individual campuses’ testing would stifle the creativity of all expert teaching faculty at those institutions of higher learning;

BE IT RESOLVED THAT: the faculty of SUNY Plattsburgh will continue to follow the General Education Assessment Plan of its own, and not support, embrace, or participate in any SUNY-mandated standardized General Education Assessment Plan
